TEF Scholarships — What a Year!

What a record year for our TEF Scholarships. TEF received 27 applications from 16
different schools. In 2010 we received 19 applications from 9 schools. This means
more schools and students are aware of our awards.

The increased number of applications meant it was more difficult to select the recipients
for the Karol L. & Dorothy D. Hujsak Engineering Scholarship and the two James W.
and Glenda C. Kilmer Engineering Scholarships. After seeing how close the ranking
was, Lois and Russ Diehl decided to donate a $2,000 scholarship named the R.C. Diehl,
Jr. Family Scholarship. And then two other families donated two additional $2,000
scholarships for this year — one is called the SWE Section Scholarship and the other
the TEF Special Needs Scholarship.

Thus TEF awarded six $2,000 scholarships to high school students to study engineering
their freshman year. And we had at least three more students who were ranked in the
top tier by the committee of deserving of scholarships.
